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Gift Giving Etiquette in Taiwan

People in Taiwan like to give gifts on traditional holidays and wish their friends peace
and success. Gifts are also given to congratulate people on special occasions such as birthdays,
academic success/graduations, and work promotions. Additionally, it is a common courtesy to .
bring a gift for the host if visiting for the first time. Before you give a gift to anyone, here are
some traditions and taboos to keep in mind.

People in Taiwan give people gifts that symbolize auspiciousness. For example, when
visiting a friend, one may give a box of apples to their friend’s parents because the first character
in apple in Mandarin “ 94 & pinggud, apple” is “ #a ping”, which sounds like the word for «“ F .
4 ping'an, peace and safety”. Usually one will give 6 or 8 apples since “6 /it represents ““ JI&
#| shunli, success” and “8 ba” represents ““ %5 Bt facdi, prosperity”. On the other hand, one must
avoid giving 4 apples because “4 sz, four” sounds almost the same as the word *“ 7& si, death”.

Other than the number 4 being a gift-giving taboo, clocks and umbrellas are also items that
must be avoided. In Mandarin, “ 3% 4% song zhong, giving a clock” are homophonic words for -
the phrase “ 3% # song zhong”. The word “ # zhong” symbolizes the end of life. The phrase -«
“ E # song zhong” means “when the family of a decreased person has completed the burial of
their loved one “or “is attending a funeral ritual”. Similarly, the word in Mandarin for *“ 4* sdn,
umbrella” sounds like the word “ %4 san” which means “ 4344 fénsan, to separate, 4~ & fenli, to

leave”. Giving a friend an umbrella as a gift implies an intent to end the relationship.

Another way to name dishes is by the cooking  ;~:

For example, “ 4z & hongshdo “
yu, braised fish” and “ ¥ # k& zhd jitui, fried
chicken leg” are both named by this method
as “braising” and “frying” are both ways of
preparing food. The city or town of origin can
also determine how a dish was named. For
example, “ B R % & s 00 Pingdong Wanludn
zhiijido, Pingtung Wanluan pork knuckle” and
“ 3L ¥ 78 Béijing kdoya, Beijing roast duck” are both named by their originating location.

In addition to being named in a more straightforward fashion. Chinese dishes can also
be named indirectly by an association of ideas. One such way is using the name of a famous
person. For example, ““ £ F % Zuo Zongtdng, Zuo Zongtang” was the name of a general from
the Qing dynasty. The dish “ £ 7 % # Zuozongtding ji, Zuo Zongtang chicken” is named after
him.

Dishes can also be named by how they were shaped. For example, “ %% -F 38 shizi tou,
lion head” is a braised meatball with cabbage in soy sauce. The large meatball resembles the <
head of a lion and the cabbage resembles its mane. :

In wedding banquets, all dishes are named with auspicious idiomatic phrases with a play
on words. For example, “ ¥ 4 & F , zdoshéng-guizi, to give a birth to a son soon” is a sweet
soup with ingredients of “ 4= § hdngzdo, date, 1t & huashéng, peanut, 4% B guiyudn logan,
% T lidnzi, lotus seed”.

“ ¥R X zhénzhii ndichd, pearl milk tea”, is one of the most popular drinks in Taiwan.
It is another example of a Taiwanese specialty that was named based on its shape. The name
of the drink comes from the combination of chewy black-colored balls and sweet milk tea.
The chewy balls are made of either tapioca starch or cassava with brown sugar in the shape .
of “ 2 ¥ 2k héi zhenzhi, black pearls”. The originator, an owner of a beverage shop, added it
to the sweet milk tea and found the innovative combination to be a crowd-pleaser. Soon, the
drink became the most popular drink in his shop, and subsequently across the entire island. He
named this drink “ 32k 4% %% zhénzhii ndichd, pearl milk tea”.
