Without an agent: The simplest way to form the passive is to simply add 7%
before the verb. You can often translate this to “was verbed” or “was
verben”.

Koy EAEHM T o My car was stolen.
subject+4g +verb

With an agent: The agent always comes after #%, then is followed by the
verb. You can often translate this to “was verbed by agent” or “was verben
by agent”.

KRB E AN T o Mycar was stolen by mister Wang.

subject+4% +agent+verb
Because passive sentences that use #% are often in the completed aspect,

you will usually see 74 (if negative) > & » and/or T somewhere nearby,
but not always.
